Poorly Children

May we remind parents to observe the 48 hour incubation period (as recommended by
the NHS) for any bout of sickness and / or diarrhoea your child may have.

Should a child become poorly during a Pre-School session, staff will notify the
relevant parents / carer immediately, with a view to taking the poorly child home.
